in hospitals

Dr Khokhar adds, “In
Punjab, most hospitals are
plagued with the problem
of vacanl posts of medical,
paramedical and support
staff, The wvacancy posi-
tion ranges from 26 per
cent (general doctors) to
38 per cent (specialists),
besides 31 per cent posts
of nurses,”

He said, “At least 12 per
cent posts for paramedics
involving pharmacists, lab
technicians, radiographers
amd operation theatre tech-
nician are also lyving vacant,
Looking all these chal-
lenges in the healthcare
sector, we at [THMR foresee
that over T.000 hospital
management professionals
will be needed by 2020 to
meet this growing gap.”
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
